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From the Anderson Valley’s Donnelly
Creek Vineyard, the 2011 Chardonnay
entices with aromas of nectarine and
honeysuckle jumping out of the glass
followed by a hint of apricot. The palate
remains true to form with acidity and
minerality giving the wine a refreshing
finish. Barrel aging in twenty percent new
French oak has added notes of clove and
cinnamon letting this Chardonnay pair
well with a wide range of foods!
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
